1. Do you acknowledge yourself to be a sinner in the sight
of God, justly deserving His displeasure, and without
hope, except through His sovereign mercy?

Do you believe in the Lord Jesus Christ as the Son of
God, and Saviour of sinners, and do you receive and
trust Him alone for salvation as He is offered in the
Gospel?

Do you now resolve and promise, in humble reliance
upon the grace of the Holy Spirit, that you endeavor to
live as becometh the followers of Christ?

Do you promise to support the Church in its worship
and work to the best of your ability?

Do you submit yourself to the government and disci-
pline of the Church, and promise to strive for its purity
and peace?

Baptism administered by an ordained minister is required
of all seeking membership unless the applicant has previ-
ously been baptized.

YOU MAY UNITE BY CERTIFICATE OF TRANSFER

We will receive into our membership by a church letter
anyone who is in good and regular standing in any evan-
gelical church. We do not require another baptism, but ac-
cept as valid any baptism administered by an ordained
minister in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit,
regardless of the mode used.
