If you have been attending our church and think you might like to make
it your church home, let me encourage you to eénter into formal member-
ship. Let me give you three good reasons for church membership:

¢ First, God intends each of us to be a source of blessing to others.

Everything God has given you - time, talénts, spiritual gifts,

money, experience — is in part intended to be means for you to

" bless God’s work in and through the church (see Romans 12:4-5;
Hebrews 3:13).

¢ Secondly, Jesus’ body is the church —not just individual Christians,
but Christians organized. together as the church (Eph. 1:23). Jesus
loves the church and cares for the church. Since God has entered
into saving covenant with us, he calls for us to enter into covenant
relationships- with other believers.. The best expression. of this is
_joining a sound, Bible-teaching church. The church is Christ’s
agency and army in this world, and Christians are to be joined to it

in covenant bonds.

¢ Thirdly, Jesus has established pastors and elders to shepherd the

flock-and care for the church. Being a member of the church places

you.into the fold and under this care (Heb. 13:7, 17). Church mem-

bership brings important privileges such as the prayers and pas-

toral care of the church. Jesus uses' members working together un-

- ‘der godly, biblical leadership to build up His Church and lead His
people to spiritual maturity (Eph. 4:11-13).

Second Presbyterian Church is committed to doing God’s work in God’s

way, as a caring community of brothers and sisters in Christ. If this is

your regular place of worship and if God is blessing you here, perhaps

the Lord would have you inquire about becoming a member. God wants
